cladding or as removable covers, to meet different
process needs. A range of designs deliver precise temperature control which can be preset or varied,
including different individual tank zones. Inditherm technology offers superior heating characteristics
and greater reliability than traditional tank heating methods. 

Chemical Dosing Lines
Inditherm heated jackets deliver a simple, low-cost solution for chemical dosing lines. Designs allow
multiple lines to be laid inside a single jacket, making maintenance easy and ensuring chemicals are

kept at optimum temperature. Reductions in power consumption and installation times contribute
to energy, cost and time savings.

Sludge Lines
Inditherm’s technology provides a proven, practical

and effective solution to maintain flow in sludge
transfer lines. Flexible heat technology can be
applied as either separate heat pads under fixed
insulation and cladding or as custom made
removable covers. Uniform heat prevents fats and

oils from solidifying in the transfer lines,
eliminating the need for costly, time-consuming

and potentially hazardous blockage clearance.

Heat Pad / Cover Construction:
Fixed Pads: Inditherm® flexible polymer heating sheet, mounted on silicon 

coated glass cloth.

Removable Pads: Inditherm® flexible polymer heating sheet, mounted onto high 

thermal insulation foil-faced mineral wool.

All pads encapsulated in industrial grade high tenacity outer 

cover with stitched seams.

Fixed temperature control using in-built bi-metallic thermostatic

cut-out and over-temperature thermal fuse.

Variable temperature control option using in-built precision temperature

sensor and independent over-temperature thermal cut-out.

Industrial grade input connector, sealed to IP68.

Fixed pads typically installed with high thermal insulation and 

cladding in Aluzinc or to other agreed specification.

Fixed control panels with industrial grade enclosure in painted mild

steel or stainless steel, sealed to IP54 rating.
